Process: Contour-line drawings, team blind descriptive drawings 
of primary sources, drawings using traditional tools; charcoal, 
pastel, pencil, marker, pen

prints. Contemporary SS Stanley Donwood lino prints.

Teaching Activity: Presentation, drawing demo of contour line 
drawing, drawing demo of team blind-drawing, facilitate student 
achievement, pick and praise, questioning (higher & lower)


Student Activity: Individual contour-line drawings, group work 
with continuous line drawing, peer discussion, presenting to class 
(lines on board)

Student Activity: Complete handout, critique teachersÕ still live set 
ups, create a still life composition with no tangents by working as a 
group, still life drawing, using cross hatching, peer discussion and 
group work

Teacher Activity: Presentation, show examples of lino designs, 
demo thumbnail drawings, facilitating peer discussion, higher & 
lower order questioning, one-on-one discussion, pick and praise, 
evaluations


Student Activity: Recalling prior-knowledge of tangents & 
setting up a successful still-life, evaluation of teachersÕ work, 
drawing thumbnails based on line, using different mediums to 
draw with and on, peer discussion, self-evaluation

! Critique sample still life setups using prior knowledge of 
tangents


! Be able to identify the differences between a Cot‡n and a 
Lichtenstein still life


! Create a series of still life drawings on mixed media


! Evaluate their thumbnail drawings and decide on a final 
design by considering AEDP


! Use a variety of experimental drawing techniques/drawing 
tools to create drawings


! Develop an appreciation for the role of experimentation when 
making art

A charcoal or pencil rubbing to evaluate test 
cutting

Teacher Activity: Facilitate group peer discussion, presentation, 
demonstrate safety procedures with lino tools, questioning higher 
and lower, example of mirroring effect and subtraction method, 
evaluations


Student Activity: Engage with peer discussion and evaluation of 
final design, apply safe cutting techniques, becoming familiar with 
lino tools and material, answer questions, create charcoal 
rubbings, use knowledge of AEDP while cutting their lino.

! Consider the use of the art elements and design principles in 
their own artwork


! Demonstrate safe lino cutting technique, using either a bench 
hook or sandpaper underneath lino


! Create a small test cutting to practice mark making on lino


! Understand the subtraction method by using an A4 sheet to 
create charcoal/pencil rubbings from test pieces


! Develop skills to analyse their work, or that of another, using 
appropriate vocabulary and knowledge
